SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS 

FOR EAU CLAIRE COUNTY DIVORCE/LEGAL SEPARATION

Instructions for Waiver/Order to Appear

Per Eau Claire County rules of divorce, the Court Commissioner/Judge must be notified, prior to the final divorce hearing, that both parties have knowledge of the date and time of the scheduled hearing.

The generic divorce packet you may have obtained via a web site or Eau Claire County, prior to 02-01-04, may not contain this paper work .

 If you do not have this paper work, it may be obtained free of charge from the Eau Claire County Clerk of Court office.

Also, it is a requirement that both parties appear for the Final Stipulated Divorce Hearing unless:

1) The party unable to attend has signed a Waiver of Appearance before a notary public or court official within the Clerk of Court Office.

2) A party has been served with an Order To Appear via:

a) By Sheriff’s Service

b) Private Process Service

c) The party who will not appear signs an Admission of Service with copy of attached Order to Appear.

d) File the original Affidavit of Service or Order to Appear at least 1 week before the final hearing date.



If your divorce action becomes contested, you may request a status conference with the Judge who is assigned to your case.  In this instance, the court’s secretary may send out the Notice for Final Divorce hearing .
